LOST IN TRANSLATION —
JANUARY @, 2013 INN MEETING

On January 9, 2013, the Honorable Joseph B.
Campbell Inn of Court met at the Arrowhead Country
Club.

PROJECT GRADUATE

The meeting began with a presentation by the
Honorable Barbara Buchholz regarding Project Graduate.
Judge Buchholz was joined in this presentation by Kara
Hunter, Executive Director of CASA (Court Appointed
Special Advocate) and Carrie Santoro, Educational Liai-
son with Children and Family Services.

Judge Buchholz explained that Project Graduate
is a mentoring program whereby a Professional or Profes-
sional Team mentors a foster youth who has the ability to
graduate high school within one 1o two years and who
will be making career path decisions.

Project Graduate requires one hearing a month
for fen months in the San Bernardino County Juvenile
Cour. These proceedings are referred to as ABC Court.

Kara Hunter, Executive Director of CASA advised
the membership that CASA has joined with Project
Graduate. The CASA program provides Project Graduate
mentors with a designated supervisor and ongoing assis-
tance. A screening and background check and thirty
hours of training through CASA is required in order to be-
come a Project Graduate mentor.

Carrie Santoro, Educational Licison with Children
and Family Services explained to the membership that in
her role as an Educational Licison she assists in identifying
the foster youth who would benefit from Project Gradu-
ate. She also advised the membership that her partici-
pation is very limited and that Project Graduate provides
foster youth with a more personal mentoring relationship.

LOST IN TRANSLATION

The Presentation Program for the evening was
LOST IN TRANSLATION: EFFECTIVE USE OF INTERPRETERS IN
THE COURTS. For this program the Inn was joined by
Court Certified Sign Language Interpreters and Spanish
Language Interpreters.

The program began with a skit involving a very animated
Judicial Officer played by the Honorable John Pacheco,
addressing the membership in Spanish. When the inter-
pretation was provided by the Interpreter it did not in-
clude any of the energy and animation of the

Judicial Officer. The skit was lboth amusing and informa-
five because the membership was able 1o hear and ob-
serve first-hand how interpretation of the spoken word
does not always convey the personality of the speaker.

A second skit in the presentation involved testi-
mony in a criminal case. Both sign language interpreters
and Spanish language interpreters participated in this skit.

In general, the membership learned that a person
requiring an interpreter cannot ask the inferpreter ques-
tions and that it is improper for an Attorney to ask the inter-
preter to ask the witness a question. An aftorney should
ask the question and wait for the interpretation to follow.

Through the sign language interpreters the mem-
bership specifically learned the following:

A sign language inferpreter must position them-
selves in the Courtroom rather than simply being seated in
the Courtroom.

Sign language interpreters must mirror the hearing
impaired person’s emotions and diction.

A sign language interpreter needs 1o be able 1o
see the person who is speaking.

There is N0 need for anyone to raise their voice if
the person testifying is hearing impaired.

When a hearing impaired person is testifying and
they nod their head in agreement, this does not mean
the witness is agreeing with the person speaking, it means
that the witness understands the question.

From the Spanish language interpreters the mem-
bership specifically learned the following:

If a witness responds in both English and Spanish,
the witness will be admonished by the Judicial Officer that
it is one or the other, but it cannot be both languages.

A Spanish speaking witness must speak up loud
enough so that the interpreter for the Defendant can hear
and interpret for the Defendant,

Participants in the proceedings such as jurors and
Attorneys who may speak Spanish cannot interrupt the
proceedings because they understand the testimony be-
fore it is translated by the Interpreter.

Compound and double negative questions are
difficult to translate.

Figures of speech are difficult fo translate. An ex-
ample that was given is the expression “You are in a
pickle.”

Legal jargon is difficult to franslate.

The Spanish language takes 30% longer to speak.
The interpreters encouraged the membership not to
speak quickly and fo take pauses if they are engaged in
a proceeding involving an Interpreter.

A proceeding involving an Interpreter takes
longer.

There are three forms of translation. One is con-
secutive translation and involves waiting for the witness to
complete what they are saying followed immediately by
the Interpreter's translation.  Another is simultaneous trans-
lation in which the Interpreter translates af the same time
that the witness is speaking. And then there is sight tfrans-
lation which usually involves a document whereby the
Interpreter franslates the text of a document while looking
at the document.

In addition to the skits and the participation by the
Interpreters there were several handouts provided to the
membership which were very informative.

SENIOR DISTRICT JUDGE A. HOWARD MATZ TO RETIRE
ON APRIL 1, 2013

Senior District Judge A. Howard Matz has an-
nounced that he will retire from the bench of the United
States District Court for the Central District of California ef-
fective April 1, 2013, after serving on the Court for nearly
15 years. Judge Matz, who was nominated by President
William J. Clinton on October 20, 1997, received his com-
mission on June 29, 1998. He assumed senior status on
July 11, 2011. In his notice to Chief Judge George H. King
formally announcing his retirement, Judge Matz stated, "It
has been my great privilege and pleasure 1o serve as a
United States District Judge. Although | will remain very ac-
five in professional life, | look forward to pursuing various
long-deferred personal interests and to spending more
time with my family.”

Judge Matz presided over numerous noteworthy
cases, and several of his decisions were ultimately adjudi-
cated by the Supreme Court. In early 2002, he was the
first judge in the country o rule on challenges to the de-
tention of alleged terrorists at Guantanamo Bay. Coali-
tion of Clergy v. Bush, 189 F. Supp. 2d 1036 (C.D. Cal.
2002). In 2003, he ruled that under CERCLA, various Cali-
fornia water districts were entitled to recover costs from a
military weapons manufacturer for cleaning up perchlo-
rate-contaminated aquifers. Castaic Lake Water Agency
v. Whittaker Corp., 272 F. Supp. 2d 1053 (C.D. Cal. 2003).
Later that year he enjoined real estate magnate and Los
Angeles Clippers owner Donald Sterling from using the
word “Korean” (as opposed to “*Koreatown”) in the names
of some of his apartment buildings. Finding that such
practices violated the Fair Housing Act, and in language
quoted in a Los Angeles Times editorial, Judge Matz
noted, "Uneasy relations among different racial and immi-
grant groups still prevail in various sections of this city and
many residents would understandably regard the decision
to place the word ‘Korean’ in the name of a building in a
racially diverse neighborhood as a coded message:
‘Koreans and Korean-Americans are welcome and pre-
ferred; others are not.” Housing Rights Center v. Sterling,
274 F. Supp. 2d 1129 (C.D. Cal. 2003).

In 2009, Judge Matz was the first recipient of the *
Vanguard Award” bestowed by the Callifornia State Bar for
his contributions to intellectual property jurisprudence.
Among his notable rulings in the field was Miller v. Glenn
Miller Productions, 318 F. Supp. 2d 993 (C.D. Cal. 2004),
which held for the first time that the “sublicensing rule”
from copyright and patent law should be extended to the
licensing of frademark and related publicity rights. The
Ninth Circuit affirmed that ruling by attaching Judge
Matz's decision as an appendix. In several highly

publicized cases brought by softcore pornography pub-
lisher Perfect 10 and by music recording giant Universal
Music Group, Judge Matz issued precedent-setting rul-
ings construing the Digital Millennium Copyright Act.

More recently, in United States v. Aguilar, 783 F.
Supp. 2d 1108 (C.D. Cal. 2011), Judge Matz held that
the tferm “foreign official” in the Foreign Corrupt Practices
Act encompasses high-ranking executives of state-
owned enterprises. And in Hollywood Foreign Press Asso-
ciation v. Red Zzone Capital Partners Il, 870 F. Supp. 2d
881 (C.D. Cal. 2012), he ruled that Dick Clark Productions
has the right to produce the Golden Globes award show
under its contfract with the HFPA.,

Judge Matz also served on many judicial com-
mittees, including the Ninth Circuit Model Jury Instructions
Committee. Most notably, he chaired the District Court's
Pro Bono/Pro Se Committee from 2003 to 2012. Under
Judge Matz's leadership, the Committee worked with
Public Counsel to establish in Felbruary 2009 the Nation’s
first walk-in Pro Se Clinic, located in the Spring Street
Courthouse. Since then, the Committee has helped es-
tablish Pro Se Clinics in the Eastern Division and the
Southern Division. The Pro Se Clinic has received wide-
spread recognition, including in video and written materi-
als circulated nationwide by the Federal Judicial Center,

Prior to his appointment as district judge, Judge
Matz was a partner in the law firm of Bird, Marella, Boxer,
Wolpert & Matz from 1983 to 1998, and before that a
partner in the law firm of Hughes Hubbard & Reed LLP
from 1979 to 1983. From 1974 to 1979, he was an
Assistant U.S. Aftorney in the U.S. Attorney’s Office for the
Central District of California, and served as Chief of the
Special Prosecutions Unit from 1977 to 1979. He received
his undergraduate degree cum laude fromn Columbia
University in 1965, and his law degree from Harvard Law
School in 1968. After graduating from law school, Judge
Matz clerked for the Honorable Morris E. Lasker of the
United States District Court for the Southern District of New
York.

Upon leamning of Judge Maiz's retirement, Chief
Judge George H. King stated, “"Judge Matz has been a
well-respected, very knowledgeable memiber of the
Court for nearly 15 years, and he will be greatly missed
by his colleagues and the bar. He leaves behind a valu-
able legacy, not only of his many significant decisions on
the bench, but also of his steadfast commitment to en-
suring equal justice under law through the establishment
of Pro Se Clinics in each of our Court's three divisions. We
wish him well on his retirement.”

Individuals, law firms, and organizations can subscribe to an annual account to frack civil and criminal cases of inter-
est. E-mail notification will be provided on the next business day each time hearings are scheduled or documents are
filed,

When viewing a case through the intermnet, an icon will appear that enables the user to subscribe and track the
case. The first time a case is selected for fracking, the user will be:

1) instructed electronically how to enroll

2) asked 1o select an option for the maximum number of cases 1o be fracked,

3) pay for the service through use of a credit card.

Second and subsequent cases chosen for tfracking will add to the customer’s list and naotifications will be pro-
vided on all selected cases. Nofifications will be sent to one e-mail address per subscription.

Please note that family low and juvenile cases are excluded from this program.

The court accepts Visa, MasterCard, Discover, and American Express in order 1o enroll. A receipt with a confir-
mation number is available for printing upon subscription.

The annual subscription rates for case update notifications are $100 for up to 25 cases and $250 for up to 100
cases.

The program will be introduced on Monday, February 4, 2013.
