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So... I was reading the news for something topical for this
month’s article, and came upon an article of a young woman
in Easley, South Carolina, who was just appointed as the
youngest judge ever, in that city. Her name is Jasmine
Twitty, and she is 25 years old. Ms. Twitty is a graduate of
the College of Charleston and a member of the civil rights
group called the Upstate Network Young Professionals
Board, according to ForHarriet.com. She is also the treasurer
of the civil rights organization, Urban League of the Upstate.
She has been recognized for her work in promoting the
development of young people and professionals.

Out of curiosity, I looked up Easely, South Carolina.

Easley is a city in Pickens County (with parts extending
into Anderson County) in the State of South Carolina. It is a
principal city of the Greenville-Mauldin—Easley
Metropolitan Statistical Area.

Easley has been hosting the Big League World Series for
several years. The Upper South Carolina State Fair is located
about 2 miles (3 km) east of Easley. It is held annually in
early September.

In 1791 Washington District was established by the state
legislature out of the former Cherokee territory. Rockville
was also created in 1791 but changed to Pickensville in 1792.
Pickensville became the district seat of Washington District
which was then composed of Greenville and Pendleton
Counties. In 1798 Washington District was divided into
Greenville and Pendleton Districts. In 1828 Pendleton
District was divided further with the upper portion becoming
Anderson County and the lower becoming Pickens County
named after Andrew Pickens. William Easley, former
Confederate General, persuaded the Atlanta and Charlotte
Air Line Railway to be established through Pickensville. The
town of Easley was chartered in 1873. Robert Elliot
Holcombe became the first mayor of Easley and established
the first depot in town. The Pickensville Post Office became
Easley Post Office in 1875. The railroad transformed Easley
into an industrious and thriving textile town. The Easley
Textile Company came to Easley in 19531

Easley is located in southeastern Pickens County,
WikiMiniAtlas
west of the center of Greenville.

According to the United States Census Bureau, the
city has a total area of 12.3 square miles. Larry
Bagwell is the elected mayor.

As of the census of 2000, there were 17,754 people,
7,227 households, and 5,058 families residing in the
city. The population density was 1,668.8 people per
square mile. There were 7,932 housing units at an
average density of 745.6 per square mile. The racial
makeup of the city was 85.35% White, 11.81%
African American, 0.14% Native American, 0.52%
Asian, 0.03% Pacific Islander, 1.25% from other
races, and 0.90% from two or more races. Hispanic or
Latino of any race were 2.82% of the population.

Notable people include Rob Stanifer, Former Major
League Baseball player for the Florida Marlins,
Boston Red Sox, and the Hiroshima Toyo Carp;
Kimberly Hampton, U.S. Army captain, first female
military pilot to be killed by hostile fire; Stanley
Morgan, National Football League player for the New
England Patriots and Wes Knight, Major League
Soccer player for the Vancouver Whitecaps FC.

Easely, South Carolina can now add another notable
individual, Ms. Jasmine Twitty, who at the age of 25, is
the newest judge on their bench. Congratulations.

In 2011, another youngster, Marc L. Griffin, set the
world record when he persuaded three county
commissioners in Greenwood, Indiana, to recommend his
appointment to fill a vacancy for justice of the peace, at
the age of 17 years. He was a high school graduate. He
later won re-election to the job that included presiding
over some civil and criminal cases, as well as performing
weddings. The state attorney general opined that he was
too young to hold the position but a circuit court found
him qualified to hold office. Mr. Griffen had aspirations
to become an attorney.

The youngest person ever appointed to the U.S. Supreme
Court was Joseph Story from Massachusetts. He was
appointed by President James Madison to the Supreme
Court in 1812 at age 32.

Other young judges include, Colleen O’Donnell, who
joined the Franklin County Common Pleas Court bench in
May 2013, as the youngest sitting judge in Ohio.

The 32-year-old native of Rocky River, in Cuyahoga
County, was born into the business, as her father, state
Supreme Court Justice Terrence O’Donnell, has been a
judge since before she was born.

She said a legal career seemed like the natural path for
her and her two brothers, all of whom are lawyers.

O’Donnell, a 2006 graduate of Case Western Reserve
University School of Law, was appointed to the Common
Pleas bench by Gov. John Kasich. Hers was among the
names recommended by the county Republican Party to
succeed Judge John F. Bender, who retired.

Despite the fact that news reports seem so full of
violence and the decline of society, young people such as
those mentioned here, and many not noticed, represent a
bright light in our future.

Kudos to our young and stellar brethren.

June Sky. All times Pacific Daylight Time (PDT),
which is minus seven hours from UTC (Universal Time
Coordinated). The June Full Moon is called the “The
Strawberry Moon”. Watch the nearly full “Strawberry
Moon” rise at 7:27 p.m. on June 19. The June full Moon
occurs at 4:02 a.m. on June 20. You can watch the
Strawberry Moon rise again at 8:19 p.m. on June 20. It
will be an excellent chance to enjoy a moon lit night in
your backyard. You will be amazed at how bright it will
be for three nights in row, June 19, 20, and 21.

June (Summer) Solstice: Get your bonfires ready, all
ye Pagans! The June Solstice occurs on June 20, at 3:34
a.m. (10:34 UTC). June 20 is the first day of Winter for
our friends in the Southern Hemisphere, so those in the
know refer to either the “June” or “December” Solstice
and the “March” and “September” Equinoxes. More
accurate and avoids so-called “hemisphere bias” (the
elimination of which will be a new MCLE category) So
does that mean the Olympic Games in Rio de Janeiro,
Brazil (22.5 degrees South latitude, on the Tropic of
Capricorn) on August 5-21 are really Winter Olympics?

A solstice occurs when the Sun, which appears to be
traveling along the ecliptic (the orbital plane upon which
the planets travel across our sky), reaches the point where
it is farthest north on the celestial equator. Remember
the Tropic of Cancer (22.5 degrees North latitude) from
geography class or American literature? Until 1975, the
June Solstice always occurred on June 21 or 22.
Currently, the June Solstice only falls on June 21. After
2012, the June Solstice begins falling sometime on June
20 (2012, 2016, and 2020; which are Leap Years) or June
21 (2013-2015, 2017-2019).

June Garden: This is a great time of year for local
farmer’s markets. On Sundays in Claremont Village
from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.; Ontario 224 N. Euclid Ave.,
Wednesdays, 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.; Fontana, corner of
Sierra and Arrow Blvd., Saturdays 8:00 a.m. to 1:00
p.m.; Chino Hills at the Shoppes at Chino Hills,
Wednesdays 4 to 8:00 p.m.; and Redlands, on State St.
between Ninth & Orange, Thursdays 6:00 p.m to 9:00
p.m. Challenge your palate. You can get most, if not all
of the produce you’ll need for this month’s Father’s Day
menu. You may even discover some new favorites.
Fresh is best!

Father’s Day 2016: June 19 is Father’s Day. Try this
casual menu out for your dear old Dad:

1. Hamburgers/Cheeseburgers (with bacon and grilled
onions). You need 1/4 pound of ground beef, chuck or
sirloin for each burger. You can try bison (don’t over
cook) or grass fed beef. Keep the meat cold (in the fridge)
until your grill is nice and hot. Form each patty by hand,
try not to work it too hard, leave the middle thinner than
the edges. Season with salt and fresh cracked pepper only.
Grill for 3-4 minutes per side. Turn once only, do not
press down, as you will ruin the burger. Cheese
(American or Gruyere) goes on with the turn. We use
King’s Hawaiian buns. Toast your buns, if you wish.

Serve with all Pop’s favorite condiments, such as bacon,
grilled or raw onions, sliced tomatoes, mustard, ketchup,
(not catsup), mayo, pickles, a grilled slice of pineapple, a
grilled Anaheim chile, a sunny side up egg, Tommy’s
chili (your can buy it by the pint or quart) or whatever else
you like. I have a cheap electric flat top griddle that is
absolutely perfect for frying up the bacon outdoors and
then grilling a pile of chopped onions with a bit of bacon
grease. Start the bacon and onions about 30 minutes
before your burgers. You can also toast buns on the
griddle. Dyno-mite!

2. Burger Alternatives: If burgers aren’t your thing, you
can always grill up dry rubbed boneless chicken breast or
a nice piece of Tuna or Halibut or a fat Portabello
mushroom. Drizzle with a nice balsamic reduction.

3. Sweet Corn. If you want to boil the corn, get your
water to a boil, add a 3 tablespoons of kosher salt, turn off
the heat, and carefully put the corn in the water and cover
the pan. The corn will cook in a few minutes, then stay
warm for at least 30 minutes. Serve with butter, salt, and
fresh cracked black pepper. If you want, you can also
husk and de-silk the corn, place on a sheet of foil, drizzle
with olive oil, salt and pepper (or use just chili powder),
roll up tight and grill for about 5-7 minutes, turning
several times. You can also try the corn with soy sauce,
rolled up tight and grilled. Do the corn before the burgers.

4. Spring Mix Salad. Pick from your garden or buy the
fresh mix in bulk. Any dressing Dad likes. Honey
Mustard. Blue Cheese. Homemade Buttermilk Ranch.
Oil & Vinegar. You’ll know what to do. You may also
wish to splurge for a fancy store bought heirloom tomato.
Also, don’t forget the such salad favorites as shredded
carrots, cucumbers, diced scallions or finely sliced red
onion, and toasted pine nuts. You can also put some
bacon. Balsamic vinegar reduction (put some balsamic in
a pan and reduce over low heat until it thickens up like
molasses), and/or grilled onions on your salad.

In
fact the court clerks have been working extra hours on
evenings and weekends to help to adjust the new case
management system.

The public portal for odyssey can be found by going to
the main page for the County of San Bernardino at
www.sb-court.org, select case information then Criminal /
Traffic at the bottom of that page. To date, the public
portal provides substantially less information by way of
minutes than the predecessor system (which was known as
Open Access). Minutes for newly inputted cases only
appear sporadically and what often does appear is more
akin to a register of actions. The court hopes in time that
all minutes will become available.

Particulars of the new operating system include the fact
that independent case numbers are assigned to each
Defendant charged in a single charging document-rather
then the previous system which provided one case number
for all Defendants in the same charging document. The
newly assigned case numbers are also not specific to
felonies versus misdemeanors. MWV, MCH, MVA,
(misdemeanor designations West Valley Court) FWV,
FVA, FCH, (felony designation West Valley Court) have
been replaced by 16CR-000001. {Search Hint: when
searching the previous case numbers in the Odyssey
system, FWV, MWYV etc. place an * at the end of the
case number} Newly issued cases will now be assigned
by the Odyssey system to the designated court room rather
than the previous system in the West Valley Court in
which cases were assigned alphabetically.
